Environmental Rating Scale Revised Training

The Environmental Rating Scales are not only used in Early Childhood 

classroom settings as a means of self-assessment, but also for program 

monitoring, program evaluation, program improvement and research. 

There are five scales available that assess a different age group and type of 

child development setting: the ITERS-R (birth to 30 months of age), the 

ECERS-R (2 ½ to 5 years of age), the SACERS (6 to 12 years of age), the 

FCCERS-R (Home Child Care multi-age focus), and Special Link 

(Inclusion Quality Scale).  Participants will choose one of the rating scales 

to complete and will receive a certificate for the scale that has been  

completed. In addition to the two training sessions, participants are  

required to conduct an observation of an Early Childhood setting during 

operating hours (requires a two hour commitment).
